Minutes from June 6, 2023 meeting reviewed and approved 
 
Treasurer Report – Mike 
The state of COMSA' financial health is strong.  Due to the success of the state meet this 
year, COMSA has exceed it's budgeted income.  In addition, COMSA has controlled costs 



below it's budget, leaving a larger than expected net income.  Year to date COMSA has an 
income of $29,877,  ($3,059 over the budgeted amount of $26,818).  Year to date expenses 
are $27,955, ($21,684 less than the budget of $49,640).  Our net income is $1,921.  
 
The COMSA balance sheet has grown to $94,144 ($25,536 more than budgeted).

Awards Report – Crystie 
Determine timeline for COMSA award nominations due and when awards are given. Crystie 
will determine the protocol for COMSA awards and nominations. 
Mike Wise will provide list of awards presented in 2022. Doug Garcia would like to do the 
awards at the end of the meet at the COMSA social/BBQ. 
Crystie is examining national and regional awards for USMS and application process. 
High point awards for State Meet on Mike’s spreadsheet. 
 
Coaches Report – Eric, coaches for nationals 
Examining the application and process for selecting the CMS coach at nationals. 
Coaching at USMS Nationals requires the following:  

 Designated team social  
 CMS caps  
 shade at USMS Nationals  
 CMS team apparel.  

Doug will connect Eric and Stephanie Bunevich regarding coaching at nationals. The goal is 
to find middle ground between USMS/COMSA being a volunteer organization and paying 
coaches for handling CMS coach at nationals, which is a large job and requires work to 
prepare relays etc. 
Eric to use USMS coach at Worlds and that application process as an example for CMS 
Coach at nationals, both selection and application processes. 
 
Open Water – Joe Bakel 
Season going by quickly and Mountain Swim Series hitting record numbers.  
Horsetooth, Swim Across America and one more Mountain Swim Series left for this summer 
season.

Relay 2023 – Crystie 
October 20-22, 2023 and focus on events – connecting people with events. People who run 
events, anyone who wants to start an event, anyone who wants to start running a USMS 
event, sanctioning. An opportunity to connect and learn new ideas. Doug and Crystie are 
attending. Good for volunteers and participants at events. 
 
State Meet shirts – Andrew and Chris 
Andrew is handling this process.  
2024 the deadline will be 2 weeks before the meet for t-shirts. Shirts normally have the date 
on the shirts, but don’t have to include the dates for ease and multiple year use. 
 
New Business: 
Meets for 2023-2024 – Richard 
Richard will do a report at next meeting. 
Chris Nolte noted that PanAms will be held in July 2024 in Cleveland. 
Need to consider LC meet in Colorado. Consider running a one day meet LC or Saturday 
afternoon/Sunday morning. 
 
State Meet 2024 – Doug 
Epic will not host 2024 State Meet. 
Mesa could host if it is done as a fundraiser for the Mesa collegiate program. Don’t want to 
interfere with collegiate swim season. USMS spring nationals are in June 2024 so the 
COMSA State Meet could be held in April 2024 (include Greater Grand Junction Sports 
Commission and CMU). 
Last year COMSA raised the meet fee to help defray the cost of the State Meet, which would 
be helpful to run the meet in Grand Junction. 
2017 in Mesa 187 swimmers and pool rental $5,000. 
Sean Phelps is examining feasibility of using CMU for 2024 State Meet and will contact CMU 
and Greater Grand Junction Sports Commission regarding dates, costs and potential 
fundraising opportunities. 
 
Club and Workout Groups Payments for 2024 – Doug 
Last year reimbursed for Clubs and Workout Groups with 10 or more swimmers. This was a 
one-time offer in 2023.  
Doug requested this be reviewed every year. 
Board approved to renew the reimbursement for Clubs and Workout Groups with 10 or 
more swimmers for 2024. 
 
Club and Workout Groups challenges & Meet Results – Doug and Kathy 



COMSA 2023 State meet results were rejected by USMS for back-up timing for pad failures. 
If a Club is not a workout group, should not be compared against workout groups against 
each other when tallied scores for swimmers.  
 
All meets were submitted and results accepted. Need to follow the procedures for back-up 
timing, including Meet Manager back up file. Richard Hess will review and update the 
sanction letter to meet directors. 
 
Workout group designator only used at the State Meet. 
 
Results need to be submitted as a Club not workout groups. Kathy can manage that process 
on her back-end process for submission of times. Meet Manager can ensure every workout 
group member is also including a Club.

Crystie McGrail will help with updates online for COMSA website. 
Katie to work with Crystie to ensure updated bylaws and update to Vice Chair not being 
the person in charge of the State Meet have been adopted and need to be updated on 
the COMSA website.
